READ: GOD GAVE US INTELLIGENCE TO SEE 

THE WORLD AROUND US, UNDERSTAND THINGS 

AND BELIEVE IN HIM. ALL OF THESE THINGS 

HELP US FORM CONVICTION OR THINGS THAT 

WE ARE CONVINCED OF. 

 

DRAW: AN ARROW FROM THE HEAD AND 

THE WORD CONVICTIONS. THEN WRITE 

five CONVICTIONS . 

 

1. God is important 

2. Family is important 

3. I can be happy 

4. I can make a difference 

5. I need to live like Christ

Clue #3: 

 

 

READ: GOD gave us a heart and 

willpower to love and show what 

we love in the way we live every 

day. We take our convictions and we 

make them our values that we live 

by.  

 

DRAW:  a Heart and an arrow from 

the heart to the word “VALUES” 

then write numbers 1 thru 9 under 

the word values.

Clue #4: 

 

 

READ: GOD sent his only son to the 

world to show us how we should live and 

to redeem us. Through PRAYER and reading 

about Jesus’ life we can learn from his 

example. We can learn to have Christian 

convictions and values. 

 

DRAW:  JESUS on the other half of the 

paper. Draw eyes and an arrow from the 

eyes towards jesus. Above the arrow write 

“see christ’s example in bible and prayer”. 

Write “christian” above the words 

convictions and values. 

  



Clue #5: 
 

 

READ: two Christian values we can 

live by are honesty and joy. Jesus 

shows us  how to be an example of 

that in the gospel. The ten 

commandments tell us never to lie. 

We know that no one wants to see 

a sad christian!  

 

DRAW: write the words joy and 

honesty in the # 1 and #2 spot on the 

value list. Draw the mouth on the face 

and a call out bubble over his head 

that says  “JESUS ROCKS!”

MODESTY in the # 3 spot on 

the value list. Draw clothing 

on the stick figure.

DRAW: write the word  

FRIENDSHIP  in the # 4 spot 

on the value list. Draw a hand 

with a thumbs up on the stick 

figure.

READ:  two very important christian 

values to live by are kindness and charity. 

Without these two virtues none of these 

other virtues really get put into play. We 

have to show we love jesus by how we love 

other people. . Jesus show us how to be 

true friends in the gospel with his 

apostles.  

 

DRAW: write the words  CHARITY 

AND KINDNESS  in the # 5 and #6 

spots on the value list. Draw the 

other hand in an open position on 

the stick figure.

READ: two very important 

christian values to live by are 

service and courage. We need to go 

out of our way to help other 

people when they need it and we 

also need to be courageous to 

stand up for what we believe in. 

 

DRAW: write the words  SERVICE 

and COURAGE in the # 7 and #8 

spots on the value list. Draw the 

feet and shoes on the figure.  

  



Clue #10: 
 

 

READ: A very important christian 

value to live by is forgiveness. 

Jesus told us to forgive people 

who have hurt us and even to love 

our enemies. He did on the cross.  

We also need to ask forgiveness 

and get down on our knees when 

need be.  

 

DRAW: write the word  forgiveness 

in the #9 spot on the value list. 

Draw knee pads on the figure.  



Clue #11: 
 

 

READ: whenever we doubt or 

wonder what values we should 

live by we can simply look at 

jesus and see how he lived – 

follow in his footprints.  

 

DRAW: draw footprints coming 

behind jesus and draw an arrow 

from the figure to jesus with the 

words under it saying “Follow 

Jesus’ example” 



Clue #12: 
 

 

READ: if we live with 

christian values and 

convictions we will leave a 

lasting impression on the 

world and make a difference 

in people’s lives.  

 

DRAW: draw footprints coming 

behind the figure with the words 

under it saying “LEAVE YOUR FOOT 

PRINTS IN THE WORLD BY YOUR 

GOOD EXAMPLE”
