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Catherine Doherty’s life took many twists and turns, with its fair share of 
difficulties, but through out it all she had one constant source of strength – God. 
Getting to know God, made her want to spend her life sharing God with the world 
as a speaker and starting houses for people in need.  

Fr Henri de Lubac spent most of his life studying and teaching theology which is the 
study of God.  He wrote many books and even published newspaper articles showing 
how the Nazis’ beliefs were false. He understood who God was through prayer and 
reflection and spent his life sharing that experience with others.
