Blessed pier giorgio frassati 

Blessed Pier Giorgio Frassati was involved with Catholic youth and student 
groups, Catholic Action, and spent much of his time patiently helping the poor 
and needy.  He would shoot pool with his friends and would bet them that if he 
lost, he would buy everyone dinner, and if he won they would all go for an hour 
of Eucharistic Adoration.  He would often win!  The mountains were his favorite 
place to go skiing or hiking with his friends.  He would lead them all in the 
rosary while hiking up the mountains.  Even though he was a holy young man, 
his friends and everyone he knew admired him very much. He died of Polio in 
1925.  He had contracted the disease while serving the sick and poor.
