Sheen was born on a farm in Illinois in 1895. He became a priest and a 
professor at Catholic University. He eventually hosted an extremely popular 
TV program that brought many people to the Catholic Faith.  He believed 
that God is love, that miracles happen, and that the Catholic Church best 
taught the divinely revealed truths about life and death.  At the age of 84 
he met Pope John Paul II who told him  that he had been a loyal son of the 
Church. He died in his chapel before the Eucharist in 1979 when he was 84.
