Rafael was born in Mexico in 1878 and was ordained a priest 
when he was 23 years old. He devoted a large part of his time 
doing missionary work in different parts of  Mexico. To 
counteract the persecution of the Catholic Church at that time, 
he started a religious newspaper in Mexico, but the government 
shut it down. Persecuted until his death by the government, 
because he was a Catholic priest,  he lived a number of years on 
the road disguising himself as a street seller, a musician, and a 
doctor of homeopathic medicine.
