There are three 

guidelines that 

can help us 

distinguish good 

actions from bad 

ones: First 

Condition: What I 

do must be good: a 

good intention 

alone is not good 

enough..  

You and your friend walk into a 

classroom and see two guys 

making fun of a shy girl in 

your class. The teacher is not 

in the room and you can see 

that the shy girl is on the 

verge of tears. You hear this 

little voice inside tell you 

to do something to stop 

them. So you ask them to 

stop. They do, and walk 

awayand the shy girl thanks 

you. 

Your dad and brothers go to the 

local county jail to visit 

prisoners and give them bibles 

through a prison ministry. Your 

brother is confused because he 

met two men who robbed a  

bank so that they could give 

money to an elderly woman who 

was going to lose her home. He 

knows it is wrong but it seems 

like they did it for a good 

reason. You explain that it was 

wrong because robbing a bank is 

always wrong because it is 

stealing. 
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YOUCAT #291:  

 There are three 

guidelines that can 

help us distinguish 

good actions from 

bad ones:  Second 

Condition: Even 

when what I do is 

truly good, if I 

perform a good 

action with a bad 

intention, it makes 

the whole action bad 

You see two boys from your 

school cutting an elderly 

lady’s lawn in your sub 

division for free. She told 

everyone in the neighborhood 

what nice and good boys they 

are.  Everyone at school is 

talking about how nice and 

what a good thing they did. 

Later on you find out that they 

stole the lady’s  lawnmower 

after and sold it. Your friend 

says that makes the lawn 

cutting for free wrong as well. 

You are not sure that is 

right…  

What is 

conscience? 

Conscience is the 

inner voice by 

which we know 

what is right and 

what is wrong  

and helps us do 

good and avoid 

evil. In the 

conscience, God 

speaks to man. 

(Youcat # 295)

action

particular – always 

teasing him, ruining his 

lunch and even tripping 

him and pushing him down 

during gym class. Finally 

one day, the kid has had 

enough and during gym 

throws a basketball in 

the bullies face, giving 

him a bloody nose. 

Everyone at school is 

talking about whether 

that is right or wrong…  

YOUCAT #292: May 

we do something bad 

so that good can 

result from it? No 

we may never 

deliberately do 

something evil or 

tolerate evil so that 

good can come from 

it. Sometimes there 

is no other course of 

action but to 

tolerate a lesser evil 

in order to prevent a 

greater evil 

You went to go see a movie 

with your friends and one of 

the characters in the movie is 

from a neighborhood with a 

lot of gangs and violence. He 

went into an electronic store 

to buy his mom a new antenna 

for their TV.
