With all my heart I forgive my 
enemies! Long live Christ the King!” 

#121 What does “Church” mean? The Greek word for Church is “ekklesia” = those who are 
called forth. All of us who are baptized and believe in God are called forth by the Lord. Together we are 
the Church. When we receive the sacraments and hear God’s Word, Christ is in us and we are in him—
that is the Church.. We will be upset by the mistakes in the Church, but we can never distance ourselves.  

#5: Why do people deny that God exists, if they can know him by 

reason? To know the invisible God is a great challenge for the human mind. Many are scared 
off by it. Some do not want to know God is because they would then have to change their life.  

#13 Can the Church err in questions of faith? Just as the disciples believed Jesus with 
their whole heart, a Christian can rely completely on the Church when he asks about the way to life.
