BISHOP FULTON J SHEEN

Bishop Fulton J Sheen was one of the most renowned Catholic priests of the
50s. His fame came from the way he could preach and teach people about
the gospel in everyday terms. He taught millions of people how to reflect on
the gospel through his television program. He gave credit for his strength and
inspiration to Jesus in the Eucharist.
