#161 What is Hell? Hell is the condition of everlasting separation
from God, the absolute absence of love. Someone who consciously and with
full consent dies in serious sin, without repenting, and refuses God’s merciful,
forgiving love forever, excludes himself from communion with God and the
saints. We do not know whether anyone at the moment of death can look
absolute Love in the face and still say No. But our freedom makes that decision
possible. Jesus warns us again and again not to separate ourselves definitively
from him by shutting our hearts against the need of his brothers and sisters:
“Depart from me, you cursed. . . . As you did it not to one of the least of these,
you did it not to me”

the disciples approached Jesus and said, “Who is the greatest

in the kingdom of heaven?” He called a child over, placed it in

their midst, and said, “Amen, I say to you, unless you turn and

become like children, you will not enter the kingdom of

heaven. Whoever humbles himself like this child is the greatest

in the kingdom of heaven.
