He was born in 1506 in Spain, and attended college in Paris where
his roommate was St. Ignatius of Loyola who was founding the
new order of the Jesuits. Francis joined the Jesuits, and became a
priest. He is most famous for bringing Christ to Asia despite the
dangers of pirates and cannibals, shipwrecks, the paganism of the
natives, and his own painful illnesses. He died when he was 46
years old.
