
Instructions: Print off the two types of question cards so that you can alternate the kinds of
questions when the players come to the front. For the “In Other Words Questions” hand the players
the cards so they can have it front of them. For the “Tell Bell Questions” you can simply read it to the
players.

Question Type: 
Rules reminder: 

A question is asked with multiple choice answers of something that does not belong in that answer.

When a player hears the something that does not belong, they ring their bell. If they are wrong, the

other team gets the point. If they are correct, they get the point. If neither ring the bell, you can

read the question again and give them the chance to ring. If no one does, no points are given.

you will be given the same phrase or quote about confession and you need to get your

team mates to guess the words by paraphrasing it, without using any of the original words.

The two players alternate taking a shot at paraphrasing the sentence, and giving their team

a chance to guess. If the other team says one of the words, the other team gets the point. If

someone guesses the correct answer, their team gets the point. If no one can guess it after

3 chances, neither team gets points.
