Picture What was Jesus like?

God wanted his son to be born in the Jewish nation due to the

promise of a savior that he had made to the Jews. So, Christ was

born in Palestine, a very small country in the Middle East near

Lebanon.

At the time of his birth, the Romans were the controllers of the

world, and Palestine was subject to Rome. It was not a free land.

In the Gospels we realize that Christ walked a lot and he was

always moving from place to place. This was only possible because

Palestine was not very large at all (the size of Belgium). In a car,

we could cross the whole country in less than a day.

Christ’s country was full of hills, and it was divided by the Jordan

valley, the elevation of which was below sea level. The valley ran

down to the Dead Sea. (That is why Jesus said that he was going to

“go up” to Jerusalem; Jerusalem was in the highest area of

Palestine.)

In Palestine it hardly rained, and in the summer, the temperature

could exceed 100 degrees. It was not easy to follow the rhythm of

life that Jesus did in an area like Palestine, with such a harsh

climate. Imagine walking for hours without having any place to lay

your head, Jesus was strong. He did this often under the sun, on a

100 degree day.

He must have had a memorable voice and it is described as gentle,

strong, clear, and leaving a lasting impression.

The Gospels tell us a few things about Jesus’ appearance. He must

have had nice eyes, because the gospel speaks of different looks that

he gave people: sweetness, compassion, indignation with the

Pharisees, love, friendship.

We know very little about his face, Most men from that area had

dark hair, dark eyes and tanned skin from walking so much in the

sun. Most men wore their hair long and had beards.

He cried when one of his friends –

lazarus died.
